2. New engineering Consultant:

III. New Business – 

1. Financial Review for November: Presented by Pat McDermott.  Documents were submitted to all Board Members for review.  The financial results were within the budget parameters.

2. Presentation of 2006 Budget 

a. Residents’ monthly payments will stay the same @   $690.00/month.

b. Capital Reserves Worksheet was submitted for review. This worksheet detailed the various reserve items, the approximate timing and anticipated future costs.  Funding options were discussed and the Board will recommend to the Owner’s that they adopt fully.

c. The Budget was approved by unanimous vote.

3. Dogs in the building 

a. The question was put in front of the Board concerning the Boards right to determine if certain breeds of dogs are allowed to live in the building.  The Boards rights are listed in Section 10 of the Bristol POA By Laws.  At this time, the Board will not restrict dogs based on breed alone.

b. It was decided that a notice needs to be sent out to remind residents to be respectful and courteous of each other and their pets, to make sure that all dogs are on a leash, etc.

4. Sales Reservation Policy: This policy was established because The Beach Company wanted to maintain control of the Board during the time of the initial phase of the building repairs.  The lawsuit does not prohibit the sale of units.  How long this will be the case is still to be determined.
